That pull, of two oppo-
site careers, became destiny in 1993 when
at age 37 she expericnced building her
own home on six acres in Medina.

The entire home was designed, by
Teresa, around an antique pool table,

Under the mentoring wing of a contrac-
tor best known for his work with the

java-filled chain Caribou Coflee, build-

She learned the
hasics of the trade from her mentor and
began the process to become a licensed
contractor, Her first professional job
came [rom a visit to the bank where she
once caroled at Christmas-time. Teresa
looked into finding the necessary loans

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to begin her own company when the
bank manager remembered her, and
inquired into what she was doing, As it
turns out, her new endeavor struck a
chord with the bank manager who re-
lerred her to her first remodeling job,
thus launching Home Reflections.

That first job in 1993 has turned into
ten remodel projects a year and a new
home every year and a half, Going on
fourteen years in this business, Teresa is
not the bigeest contractor in the Twin
Cities Metrapolitan arca, but that’s be-
cause she chooses to have it that way. She
likes 1o take a hands-on approac h to each
of her construction projects, and limits
hersell 1o only about four i jects at a
time to ensure each one gets her full, per-
somal attenton, It is not uncommon to
see her out at the job site several days a
week or walking through a showroom
with her clients as they pick out
countertops and flooring She firmly be-
lieves in personalized service, walking her
clients through each step of the process.
